The purpose of this risk Notification (hereinafter
"Notification") is to disclose to a Client
information about the risks connected with
transactions in the financial markets, and to warn
the Client about possible financial losses
connected with these risks. The list of risks in this
Warning is not exhaustive due to the variety of
possible situations arising in the performance of
these Operations.

1. The Client represents and warrants that he
(Client) has very carefully considered a part of the
value of his property (Equity) as a Risk Capital.
The Client acknowledges that risk Capital is the
amount of money that he (Client) wishes to place
with risk, and the loss of this amount will not
significantly affect his (the Client) welfare.

2. The Client acknowledges that the Risk of loss
while trading in the financial markets may be
significant. The Client is aware that it is necessary
to analyze carefully his financial capabilities in
relation to trading operations.

3. When opening a trading account, the Client
chooses the currency of the account (offered by
the Company), in which the amounts of all
trading and non-trading operations on the
trading account will be nominated and
calculated, including floating profits and losses,
commission payments and payments, margin
requirements. The client is aware of and takes
into account all risks arising from changes in the
currency of the account, and is fully responsible
for their consequences.

4. The Client may lose all initial funds and any
additional funds deposited to enhance or control
the position in the market. In addition, due to
market conditions, loss on positions may exceed
